Stormwater Management: SS 6.1, 6.2

Heat Island Effect (non roof): SS 7.1

Site discharge and flow can be reduced using porous pavements
that allow water to naturally filter and flow to the recharge bed.

Asphalt pavement can be composed of light coloured materials,
modified synthetic binders and can be coated to reduce the solar
reflectance of the material.
